Transportation
Air. Please book your air tickets as soon as possible. There is a net of cheap airlines all over Europe. Information in the net.

Transfer Warsaw-Siedlce will be provided (free) for those, who will arrive to the Warsaw airport. Please wait for details.

Trains. Some international trains going from Paris and Berlin to Moscow (Russia) or Minsk (Belarus) stop in Siedlce. 
Trains from Warsaw to Siedlce go every hour (some 90 min.). Ticket price: +- 8 E.

Bus. There is an extensive bus net all over Europe. You can get to Warsaw from every European capital city.

Public transport in Poland: well developed and cheap.

Car rentals: possible in Warsaw airport at European prices. Petrol: +- 1E/l.

Currency and bank cards: zloty is a currency in Poland. The rate of exchange varies, please check in internet. 
Most shops and major restaurants accept bank cards (Visa, Master Card, others). Just in case: make sure that you have some change with you (suggested: 100 zloty). You can exchange you currency in banks or in offices called Kantor or Exchange.

When paying your fees and booking for meals and accommodation, the money will be changed to zloty automatically. You do not have top worry about it.     
Health service: you will need either private (individual) or European insurance (for citizens of European Union member countries). Otherwise you will have to pay.
No infectious or dangerous diseases here (unless you are looking for trouble - as everywhere). You do not need any vaccinations.

Weather: rather warm but unpredictable. Temperatures: 20-30 C, can be rainy and stormy.
